ESASD Music Hall of Fame honors 4 at October induction ceremonies, concert
In conjunction with the ESASD Music Department Fall Concert, four individuals who have brought honor and prestige to
the East Stroudsburg Area School District's storied and legendary music program were inducted into the East
Stroudsburg Area School District Music Hall of Fame at ceremonies held on Tuesday, October 20, 2009 at East
Stroudsburg Area High School-South. This year’s honorees included: Samuel DeRenzis, Zachary Giffel, Cory D. Miller
and Robert Posten.

Samuel DeRenzis
Mr. DeRenzis is an East Stroudsburg High School graduate, Class of 1971. He played alto sax in
the ESHS instrumental music programs from fourth grade through high school. Sam served as
band Vice President during his junior year and as band President as a senior. He participated in
concert, marching and jazz bands, qualifying for both District and Regional Band for three years.
Mr. DeRenzis received a Bachelor of Science degree in Music Education from Gettysburg College
in 1975 and since his graduation from college, his career has been in the printed music industry.
He served as the Director of Sales at Shawnee Press from 1975 through 1991, and has worked in
retail music sales since 1991, currently serving as Regional Marketing Manager at J.W. Pepper, the
world’s largest printed music retailer. Mr. DeRenzis is responsible for serving the Southern
California marketing region.

Zachary Giffel

Mr. Giffel graduated from East Stroudsburg High School in 1997. At ESHS, Zac was selected
to performed with both the District and Regional Bands, as well as Orchestra and Choir. He
also received All-State Choir, All-State Jazz Ensemble and All-Eastern Jazz Ensemble
distinction. Zac performed annually with the “COTA Cats” at the Celebration of the Arts Festival
in Delaware Water Gap. He was selected to attend the Pennsylvania Governor’s School for the
Arts (1995) and the National High School Music Institute (1996), and he appeared with the NYU
Jazz Ensemble in New York City. Mr. Giffel graduated with honors from the University of North
Texas in 2001, having qualified to attend on both music and academic scholarships. At UNT,
Zac performed in a variety of student ensembles, including the award winning "One O’clock Lab
Band," the "UNT Jazz Singers" and the "UNT Trombone Choir," and was selected to attend the
Henry Mancini Institute in Los Angeles in 1999. Zac was a member of the award winning jazz
trombone group “Slide Tradition,” performing at the International Trombone Festival in Utrecht,
The Netherlands. He also placed second in the prestigious National Jazz Trombone
Competition at the Eastern Trombone Workshop in 2000. Mr. Giffel has toured extensively, also
performing aboard various cruise ships, and has performed for Ringling Bros. and Barnum &
Bailey Circus, as well as with the indie rock group “The Polyphonic Spree.” He has appeared
with Grammy-winner Phil Woods and the Festival Orchestra, the Grammy-nominated Feist and
Sarah Brightman, and has performed in diverse venues such as the Fillmore in San Francisco,
Madison Square Garden in New York and on the “Today Show.”

Cory D. Miller

Mr. Miller is an ESHS graduate, Class of 1984. During his high school years, Cory participated for
four years in the band and two years in the jazz ensemble. He qualified to participate on the District
10 Orchestra in 1983 and 1984 (first chair in 1984), and District 10 Band in 1984 (first chair). Cory
was selected to participate in Region 4/5 Orchestra and Region 5 Band as first chair in 1984, also
participating in Pennsylvania All-State Orchestra. He was named the “Outstanding Bass Player” at
the 1983 Mansfield University High School Jazz Festival, and was one of only two high school

In 2007, he earned
a M.S. degree in Advanced Classroom Instruction from
Capella University (Minneapolis, MN) and is now working
toward a PH.D. in Education.

Robert Posten

Mr. Posten an ESHS graduate,
Class of 1962. At East
Stroudsburg High School, Bob
played the trombone in the
concert, marching and jazz bands
under the direction of inaugural
ESASD Music Hall of Fame
inductee Robert Zellner. Mr.
Posten received his degree from
the music program at Lebanon
Valley College in 1967, and
earned an appointment as bass
trombonist to the United States
Naval Academy Band, serving
from 1967-1971. After his discharge from the Navy, Mr.
Posten co-founded the Annapolis Brass Quintet, the group
that constituted the centerpiece of his career for 22 years.
Bob performed with this distinguished ensemble in all 50
states, making 17 tours of Europe, and twice touring the
Far East, India and North Africa for the U.S. State
Department. Over the course of its existence, the
Annapolis Brass Quintet commissioned and premiered 75
new works and recorded 15 albums. Among the honors
this group received were the “Siddeutsche Zeitung”
Newspaper Critics’ Award and a United States
Congressional proclamation honoring the ensemble.

Air Force Reserve Col. Brian D. Spino, a 1981 graduate of East Stroudsburg
Area High School, recently graduated from the U.S. Army War College at Carlisle, PA,
the Army® senior educational institution. Col. Spino earned a Master® degree in
Strategic Studies, the Army® highest level of formal education, with the mission of
preparing selected leaders to assume strategic leadership responsibilities in military
and national security organizations.

A security forces and inquiries senior officer, Col. Spino is assigned to the
Secretary of the Air Force at the Pentagon, Washington, DC. He has served in the
military for 23 years.

Col. Spino, the son of Donna J. Spino of North Green Street, East
Stroudsburg, had previously received a Bachelor® degree in 1985 from Wilkes
University, as well as a Master® degree from Eastern Kentucky University in 1995.

The 12-month curriculum of the Army® senior officer school prepares and
trains officers of all of the U.S. military branches of service, as well as senior civilian
officials of the federal government, to serve in top-level command and staff positions
with the U.S. Armed Forces throughout the world. Officers are selected by a highly
competitive selection board process, in preparation to serve in national strategic or theater strategic environments, either
directly or as advisors to the senior leadership of the Armed Forces, the Department of Defense, other governmental
agencies or in foreign militaries.

ESASD D.A.R.E. program innovator receives national award

The Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA), in cooperation with the Drug Abuse Resistance Education (DARE)
Program has presented Sheriff Philip Bueki from the Pike County Sheriff's Office, with the 2009 Law Enforcement
Executive of the Year Award. One of the nation’s most highly regarded law
enforcement honors, Sheriff Bueki received this prestigious award at the
D.A.R.E. International Training Conference at Disney's Coronado Springs
Resort in Orlando, Florida on July 22, 2009. Sheriff Bueki is seen (photo at left,
center) receiving his award from DARE America President and CEO Charlie
Parsons and DEA Chief Eric Akers.

He was selected in recognition of his dedication and leadership to the
citizens and youth of Pennsylvania.

Sheriff Bueki continues to personally teach more
than 500 fifth grade students within Pike County and has expanded the
curriculum to include anti-bullying, gang awareness and internet safety. Sheriff
Bueki currently serves as the D.A.R.E. officer for the Bushkill Elementary
School. He has served for more than thirty years as the chief law enforcement officer for Pike County. The East

Pennsylvania First Lady, Judge Marjorie Rendell helped celebrate Constitution Day by teaching a virtual civics lesson to

with Judge Rendell, students participated in several activities. In the
first activity, "Stump the Judge," students used the local newspaper
to find headlines and challenged Judge Rendell to find a
constitutional connection to the articles. Sierra A. from Mrs. Ellis©
class asked what the constitutional connection was in an article
about a West End residence fighting the location of a planned power
line. Not stumped, the judge made a connection to the constitution,

branch. Later in video conference, Forest R. had the opportunity to talk to the Judge about a law that he thought was
unfair. Forest shared his opinion that kids should be allowed to vote and backed up his point with his prediction that if
allowed to vote, more kids than adults would take advantage of that opportunity. In response, First Lady Rendell stated,

High School-South students attend Service-Learning Institute in Philadelphia

Six High School-South students, along with English teacher Patricia Tiernan and United Way Teen Works/Youth
Initiatives Coordinator Francesca Turturro, recently attended the Urban Service-Learning Institute. Sponsored by the National
Youth Leadership Council, with participation underwritten by both High School-South and United Way’'s Teen Works, the
conference was held in Philadelphia.

“If | speak up about the issues that | care about and follow through on a plan to solve them, then | can make a
difference even though | am only a high school student. | also learned that | do not have to be someone who talks to others
atr)]out issuotlasc,I but that | can reach out to them through writing and have just as big of an effect,” said Alexis Rivera, one student
who attended.

At 6 a.m. on Aug. 5", Rivera, Kennard Wilson, Ashley Coleman, Keith Hinds, David Lee Ping and Garrett Lewis, along
with Tiernan and Turturro, headed to Philadelphia for the three-day program. Workshops were offered to both youth and adults
and focused on incorporating service-learning in schools and communities.

Every year, the National Youth Leadership Council offers an institute to encourage students, teachers, and community
leaders to incorporate service-learning projects into their classrooms and community programs. Service-learning is an
approach to education that goes beyond direct service projects. It involves investigating community needs, developing service
activities, implementing plans of action, and reflecting on the experience.

In April, Turturro approached the school district and asked if there would be interest in applying for a joint grant to
bring students from High School-South as well as United Way of Monroe County’s Teen Works program. Teen Works, a youth
engagement initiative of United Way for the past 5 years, has become a proven venue for youth to become more involved in
their community. All teens in Monroe County are eligible to submit grant applications to complete service projects to benefit
health and human services in the county. On the last Tuesday of each month, the Teen Works Board of Directors, comprising
adult sponsors and teens from each school in Monroe County, comes together at the Hughes Library to hear youth present
their ideas for youth-led projects. If the Board agrees, the teens are awarded grants to complete their projects.

Service-learning components are being added to curricula across the country. Tiernan, who teaches English 10 at
High School-South, is utilizing what she learned at the Institute for Urban Service Learning to tie current curricula to
service-learning initiatives. “l attended a day-long workshop, ‘Classroom Reflection and Community Action: Social Justice
Service Learning and Successful Community Partnerships in an Urban Neighborhood School,” with Maura Nugent. This
workshop provided me with the following strategies: ice breakers, creating a safe space, performing peace circles, engaging
in community action research, documentary film making, and creating partnerships with community based organizations,” she
said. “Prior to attending this workshop | felt like | was holding all of the puzzle pieces that would be part of service-learning
based education. Through this workshop, | learned how to glue those pieces together and mesh them with the existing English
curriculum | teach.”

Tiernan’s English 10 classes are now working on two separate community issues: pollution and alcoholism. “They
have done observation, interviewing, and are currently conducting peer to peer forums on their service-learning topics,” she
said. “Hopefully, with the help of United Way’s Teen Works Program, we will be able to purchase video cameras, tripods, and
begin filming a documentary on the community issue each class chose. We would like to show their documentaries to the
school population via the broadcasting system and hopefully, have a showing at Pocono Cinema.”

Both the students who attended the institute, and the students who are engaging in service learning in East
Stroudsburg Area Schools, are more engaged and motivated while engaging in service learning. Through community
partnerships, administrative support, and grant opportunities, service learning shows students and community members they
can work together to improve the well being of their immediate and extended communities.

As Ashley Coleman, an institute attendee from High School-South stated, “The youth are the leaders of tomorrow, and
it is tomorrow that we want to change. Now more than ever we have the ability to make that change. How do we make that
change possible? We can show the other students our passion to address problems in our communities, and teach them to
address community issues using the skills we were taught at the institute.”

United Way of Monroe County provides funding to about 40 local health and human service programs and undertakes
community initiatives that advance the common good. Its mission is to more fully engage the people and businesses in order
to measurably improve lives in Monroe County. So far this year, the program has provided $2,850 in funding for six projects,
which include community gardens and Eagle Scout projects. Teen Works students have been involved in food drives and
participated in Stroud Fest on Sept. 5.
